But a fourth example is equally revealing. I phoned a con-
gregant about four overdue books. Each examined Jewish 
history in a different European country: books that are hard 
to find, and some are out of print. I inquired if she was a 
graduate student or a writer doing research, frequently the 
case when one person checks out multiple scholarly books 
on one topic. She explained that on a recent European trip, 
she had been overwhelmed with the realization that she 
knows a little about the Holocaust, but almost nothing about 
the life of Jews in Europe prior to the 20

th
 Century. As she 

said, "I was so excited to see all those in-depth books, 
about countries we'd visited!"
