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Visioning Adathôs Community  
For Our Next Generations  

 
 

For three days in January, the Adath Social Hall was filled with a committed 
group of 70 congregants, Adath staff members and community stakeholders 
who came together for the LôDor vôDor Visioning Conference as part of our 
Strategic Planning process. The group was selected specifically to ensure that 
it was representative of the various constituencies of our synagogue. This 
group dreamed, explored, discussed, and even argued at times, while focused 
on ñVisioning Adathôs Community for Our Next Generations.ò As part of the 
125

th 
Anniversary, these individuals represented the diversity of our              

congregation.    
  
Over the course of three days, the group developed eleven Bold Statements 
that articulate what our future should look like. Following the Visioning          
Conference, working groups continued to finalize the Bold Statements (see  
below). These working groups are continuing the efforts by determining short, 
mid and long term goals for each Bold Statement. Later this spring, we will be 
forming Action Teams to begin implementation of our goals. If you would like   
to provide input regarding a Bold Statement, please contact Strategic Planning 
co-chairs Judy Cook or Keri Bahar, or the synagogue office, office@adath.net.  
 
Six of the Bold Statements are included below. The remaining Bold  
Statements will be included in the May Clarion. 
 
Education:  Education is the foundation of a committed Jewish life. Adath  
Jeshurun will provide a lifelong continuum of high-quality, Jewish learning       
opportunities to congregants of all ages, abilities and means through a          
combination of our own resources and that of our community partners. 
 
Shabbat:  Adath inspires its members to experience the beauty and holiness     
of Shabbat. We respect tradition while being innovative, offering an array of    
Shabbat experiences, recognizing Shabbat is sacred and is observed in the 
synagogue and beyond. 
 
Mentoring:  Adath Jeshurun members are on a journey of life dedicated to     
Torah, Avodah, and Gemilut Hasadim.  Adath will embark on a mentoring      
program to help members continue along their path by providing mentors for 
those interested in developing or improving existing skills and knowledge. The 
mentoring will be a guiding light program available to all individuals, groups, 
and committees of the Adath Jeshurun family with emphasis on new        
members, families newly committed to rituals and learning, and creating     
intergenerational connections within our membership. With the help and     
participation of Adath congregants, a mentor roster will be developed to      
perpetuate and support this program.
