Human Rights Advocate Brad Lehrman

From his beginnings as a law student active in the           
organization Amnesty International (AI), Brad Lehrman has 
dedicated much of his adult life to human rights and social 
action causes.  
   

Lehrman, who serves on Adathôs Hesed Committee, lives 
by the proverb ñif you save one life, it is as if you have 
saved the whole world.ò It is this proverb that inspires him to 
fulfill the mitzvah of pidyon shevuyim, rescuing hostages. 
 

Aside from participating in AI, Lehrman has served on the 
Minnesota Advocates for Human Rights board, as well as 
starting his own human rights organization, the Minnesota 
Interfaith Darfur coalition. Lehrman started this organization 
after Rabbi Kravitz approached him about ways the      
synagogue could help with the situation in Sudan. The     
organization has blossomed into a powerful advocacy  
group holding political rallies, political roundtables, and 
even musical fundraisers in support of Darfur. 
   

The well-known Sudanese conflict has displaced almost 
three million people and left 500,000 more victims dead.     
It has become such a bad situation that the U.N. has      
classified the conflict genocide for the first time in the U.N.ôs 
history. ñ[That label] is very upsetting because that word 
has powerful implications in the Jewish community,ò said 
Lehrman. 
   

Lehrman is currently leading the organization in an effort to 
fund a 4000 person school in a refugee camp in Chad. 
Other organizations have been attempting to provide     
refugees with an education, but it is a difficult task, consid-
ering that resources are limited in building these schools.  
  

Lehrman hopes to continue to achieve the same success 
with this program as he achieved with others. He founded 
the Human Rights Education Program in 1992 to raise 
awareness on human rights issues and responsibilities. The 
program impact is widespread, as over 10,000 students 
have learned about human rights through its curriculum. 
   

Just as Lehrman has positively impacted the lives of others 
through his work in human rights, he hopes to teach others 
how to do so as well. ñI think the objective is to reach out to 
people, to touch their emotional core so they take action.ò
